All staff have high expectations of how children behave, and we are strong advocates that all behavior is communication. When a child is behaving in a particular way, we will observe and use a whole staff approach to support children to understand and regulate their feelings. At nursery this is supported using Golden Rules, our Think Equal program and the six principles of Nurture.
You will soon receive a copy of our Golden Rules. Please talk to your child about the rules and how they apply both at home and in nursery:

· We are gentle.
· We are kind and helpful.
· We listen.
· We are honest.
· We work hard.
· We look after everything.

Our Golden Rules are displayed around the nursery. 
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Whilst it is the responsibility of all for the welfare and safety of the children, as Head of Nursery, I am the named child protection coordinator, and I am responsible for any child protection issues that may arise. Tracey Docherty is the depute co-ordinator.

Mary, Tracey and Emma are all First Aid trained. 
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As we say goodbye to summer and the weather begins to change it is important that your child has suitable outdoor clothing. A waterproof jacket with hood and wellies can be left at nursery for your convenience. We do have a broad selection of wellies and waterproofs here so please do not worry if you cannot provide this. Please remember to put your child’s name on their belongings. Having access to fresh air and exercise daily plays a significant role in your child’s health and wellbeing.
